Lesson Plan
Visual Art: Representation of Home

Unit:  What Is A Community?

Grade Level:  Third

Objective:  


Students will create a physical representation of their own home using materials of their choice.  The finished projects will be shared with each other and commonalities and differences will be discussed.  Students will be encouraged to share their thoughts about the artistic process they went through as they created their homes, and why they chose certain materials over others.  
Materials:

· Construction paper

· Cardstock, lightweight cardboard. corrugated cardboard

· Empty cereal boxes, milk cartons, shoe boxes, etc.

· Wallpaper samples

· Fabric scraps, buttons, rick-rack, and other various trims

· Tempera paint

· Elmer’s glue, glue sticks

· Cray-pas 

Procedure:


1.  Open by asking students to think about their neighborhood.  What kind of house do they live in?  Do they have neighbors nearby, or are they surrounded by farmland?  Is their house tall, with rooms upstairs, or all on one level?  Do they have a large yard, or do they live in an apartment with no yard at all?  

2.  Have students “Pair-Share” together with another student and discuss their homes together, using the questions above as springboards.  Do this several times, allowing students to share with different partners within the class.


3.  Gather students on the floor near front of room, and follow-up by allowing several students to share about their homes.  


4.  Show class 4 large pictures of different homes, taking time to discuss what they observe.  How is the house built?  What kind of roof does it have?  Does it have a front porch?  How many windows do you see?  Discuss how homes differ in different communities.

5.  Discuss how you could re-create one of the homes pictured using materials available in the classroom ( paper, cardboard, buttons, etc.) .


6.  Instruct the students to think back to their own home.  What shape, color, etc.  is it?   Have students select a box that best represents the shape of their own home as a base to begin with.  Then, share with the class the various materials available for them to use to cover, and design with to recreate their home.


7.  Give students time to complete their “homes”, and follow-up with a time of sharing together.


8.  Display the homes together as a classroom “community”, along with “I Am From” poems.   It would be nice to set these up in a school library or common area for others to view if possible!
